Pinch Valley Road Alternatives



Road Alternative1: Cul-De-Sac / Detour

• Cul-de-sacs constructed either side of 
extended runway.

• Through traffic routed along Indian Valley 
Trail

• Additional 1.2 miles distance / 5 minutes 
travel time



Pinch Valley Road Alternatives



Road Alternative 2: Realignment

• 1 cul-de-sac constructed east of extended 
runway

• Construct 4,500 feet of new roadway
• Additional 0.4 mile distance / 1.5 minutes 

travel time
• Road improvements not FAA/MAA eligible



Pinch Valley Road Alternatives



Road Alternative 3: Realignment/Detour

• Cul-de-sacs constructed either side of   
extended runway

• Construct 3,300 feet of new roadway
• Additional 0.85 mile distance / 3.5 minutes 

travel time
• Road improvements not FAA/MAA eligible
